Referenda results of the “Wood/Composite Wood Bat Regulation” – 59 in favor, 5 do not 

favor. 

 

Referenda results of the “Extra Game (Varsity Basketball)” – 22 in favor, 47 do not 

favor.  

 

Referenda results of the “Tennis North/South All-Star Event” – 55 in favor, 2 do not 

favor.  

 

Referenda results of the “Soccer Regular Season Tournament Overtime Procedures” – 55 

in favor, 5 do not favor.  

 



Referenda results “Bowling Participant Transfer Eligibility” – 50 in favor, 8 do not favor.  

 

Classification and Alignment for the 2014-2015/ 2015-2016 block: Mr. Bill Cleland, 

Deputy Director, discussed four proposals for the 2014-15/ 2015-16 block. Proposals B2 

and B4 include a multiplier for private/boarding schools. Proposals B5 and B6 utilize the 

raw enrollment numbers for private/boarding schools.  

 

(B2) Includes 6 classifications.  Schools are divided equally into 6 classifications.  A 

multiplier is used to place private schools into classifications.  

 

(B4) Reduction to 5 classes. Schools are divided equally into 5 classifications.  A 

multiplier is used to place private schools into classifications. 

 

(B5) Includes 5 equal classifications for public schools and 1 or 2 classifications for 

private schools.  

 

(B6) Includes 5 equal classifications for public schools with private schools being placed 

into those classifications based on their size relative to other private schools.  For 

example, the 5 private schools with the largest enrollment would be placed into Class 5A. 

 

The NMAA Board will determine during the September 26 Board meeting which two, or 

three, proposals will be presented to the membership during the 2012 Fall Conference.  

An advisory referenda will then be issued to the membership following the Fall 

Conference.  The Board will determine the classification and alignment system to be 

utilized for the 2014-2015, 2015-2016 block at their December 2012 meeting.

GIFT ACCEPTANCE POLICY 

1. The New Mexico Activities Association solicits and accepts gifts that are consistent 

with its mission. 

2. Donations will generally be accepted from individuals, partnerships, corporations, 

foundations, government agencies, or other entities, without limitations. 

3. In the course of its regular fundraising activities the NMAA will accept donations of 

money, real property, personal property, stock, and in-kind services. 

4. Certain types of gifts must be reviewed prior to acceptance due to the special 

liabilities they may pose for the NMAA. Examples of gifts which will be subject to 

review include gifts of real property, gifts of personal property, and gifts of securities. 

 

 

WHISTLEBLOWER POLICY 

It is the intent of the New Mexico Activities Association  (NMAA) to adhere to all laws 

and regulations that apply to the organization, and the underlying purpose of this Policy 

is to support the organization’s goal of legal compliance.  The support of all employees is 

necessary to achieving compliance with various laws and regulations.  An employee is 

protected from retaliation only if the employee brings the alleged unlawful activity, 

policy, or practice to the attention of the NMAA and provides the NMAA with a 

reasonable opportunity to investigate and correct the alleged unlawful activity.  The 

protection described below is only available to employees who comply with this 

requirement. 

 

The New Mexico Activities Association will not retaliate against an employee who, in 

good faith, has made a protest or raised a complaint against some practice the NMAA, or 

of another individual or entity with whom the NMAA had a business relationship, on the 

basis of a reasonable belief that the practice is in violation of law or a clear mandate of 

public policy. 

 

The NMAA will not retaliate against an employee who discloses or threatens to disclose 

to a supervisor or a public body any activity, policy, or practice of the NMAA that the 

employee reasonably believes is in violation of a law, or a rule, or regulation mandated 

pursuant to law or is in violation of a clear mandate or public policy concerning health, 

safety, welfare or protection of the environment.

Proposal:   
Consider a revision to the volleyball pool play officials’ fee schedule, raising the fee from $15.00 per pool play 

match to $22.50 per pool play match. 

 

 

Rationale: 
This revision would be in line with the pool play rate paid at the State Tournament, which is $27.00.  This fee is 50% of the 

regular state per match fee of $54.00.  $22.50 is 50% of the current varsity match rate of $45.00.  In addition, this is also in line 

with the practice of state rates being 20% more than the season rates.  The current state pool play rate of $27.00 is 120% of the 

proposed $22.50.

Information Item:   

 
1) Dates Established for 2012 Basketball District Rules Clinics:  The NMAA staff will be traveling across the 
 state to present the 2012 Basketball District Rules Clinics.  These clinics will NOT be  offered online this year.  
 The dates and sites of the clinics are listed below: 
 
                Monday, October 22 -  6:30 p.m. – Albuquerque High School 
                Tuesday, October 23 – 6:30 p.m. – Roswell High School 
                Thursday, October 25 – 6:30 p.m. – Las Cruces Public Schools Central Office 
                Tuesday, October 30 – 6:30 p.m. – Gallup High School 
                Thursday, November 1 – 6:30 p.m. – Santa Fe Public Schools Board Room 
 
 Each school must have their head coach attend one of these clinics and all officials will be required to attend 
 one of these clinics as well in order to foster relationships between  coaches and officials in our state.   
 
2) Officials Required to be Registered in all  Sports at all Levels:  Officials used for any NMAA-sanctioned 
 contest must be registered with the New Mexico Activities Association.  We have been receiving reports that 
 some officials, particularly at the junior high and junior varsity levels, are not registered officials. Officials can 
 register for sub-varsity (including junior high) for a $30 fee and part of that fee covers a $1 million liability 
 insurance policy from the NFHS.  Using registered officials is a liability issue and should be followed regardless 
 of circumstance.   
 
3) Behavior of Spectators at Interscholastic Events:  Pursuant to the new NMAA sportsmanship initiative, we 
 are asking for game management to assist us in ensuring the sportsmanlike conduct of spectators at NMAA-
 sanctioned events.  We have received reports of fans acting in manners contrary to the tenets of good 
 sportsmanship (i.e., yelling at contest officials and/or opponents, shouting inappropriate comments from the 
 stands) and ask that game site administration do their part to maintain sportsmanlike behavior by spectators.  
 Please be reminded that as part of the new initiative, there are now penalties for violations by spectators 
 outlined in the document found at the following link:  http://www.nmact.org/EJECTION_POLICY.pdf 
 
4) Bands Playing at Football Games - School Administrators and coaches that have active bands should work 
 with and instruct the band directors to be careful when the band is  playing that they do not play so loudly that 
 the opposing teams cannot hear their signals. While bands certainly improve the atmosphere of the game they 
 should not be disruptive to the opposing team. Following is an example with a ruling that is supported by the 
 NFHS Rule 9-9 (page 74) for each of you to discuss with your band directors and possible band members prior 
 to your upcoming games. This message in no way is intended to take away from your bands playing and 
 representing your schools during your games however it is intended to improve sportsmanship where 
 applicable. 
 
 Play: As team A’s quarterback is trying to call signals, team B’s band is playing so loudly that team A players 
 cannot hear their quarterback, who turns to the referee and asks for help. Does the referee have jurisdiction 
 over the band? Ruling: Under the NFHS rules this falls under the category of unfair acts. The referee has the 
 discretion to initially issue a warning or penalize team B. The penalty may range from a delay of game (5 yards) 
 to an unsportsmanlike foul (15 yards) or to forfeiture of the game. Penalty: Unfair Act - the referee enforces 
 any penalty he considers equitable including the award of a score or forfeiture of the game.
