Go to the NMAA website at www.nmact.org.

On the right side there is a log-in area. Below this area
there is an option to create an account. Select this
option.

After you submit this information you will receive an email
to the address that you registered with asking you to verify
that you created the account. Click on the link within that
email to verify your account.

Log into your account from the NMAA homepage.

When you log-in, you will see a message stating that you
have no approved roles.

Click on the My Reles link on the left side of the screen.
Click on Request a Role.

Using the options listed, you will find your school, your
position (Activity Advisor/Coach) and your activity (Cheer
or Dance/Drrill).
