The State Tournament brackets were seeded on May 3,
2009 by the district champion head coaches.

Coaches will be able to pick up their packet at the site of
their first match. There will not be a coaches meeting prior
to the tournament. All pertinent information needed for the
state tournament will also be on-line at www.nmact.org on
the tennis landing page.

Admission into the State Tennis Tournament will be free at
all sites for participants and spectators.

The full team roster submitted on April 20, 2009 must be
used for the state tournament line-ups.
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Players must wear a uniform which represents their school.
Doubles teams must have “matching attire” in order to be
eligible for competition.

Coaching during individual and team play is permitted.
The designated coach may communicate with his/her
players during change of sides through the fence only. In
the case of split sets, a 10-minute break may be awarded at
the request of either player, and coaching may occur during
this time through the fence only.

A trainer will be available at each tournament site.

Water will be provided at each tournament site; however
cups will not. Participants must bring their own containers
for water.

USTA rules apply for the conduct of this event.
Interpretations, as may be applicable, are done through the
event manager at the site in consultation with Sally
Marquez and the USTA officials.

All matches in the 1% round and quarterfinals will consist of
the best two of three sets, with all games to be played under
no ad scoring and with a ten-point tie-breaker for the third
set.

All matches in the semifinal and finals rounds will consist
of the best two of three sets, with all games to be played
under ad scoring and with a seven-point tie-breaker at 6-all
in any set.
