ÅNFHS Fundamentals of Coaching

ÅThis is the course which is required by the NMPED during the 

licensure process.

ÅAACCA Safety Certification

ÅAs of August 2009, ALL Spirit Coaches are required to pass this 

course per the NMAA Board of Directors.

ÅConcussion Management

ÅAs of August 2010, ALL Coaches are required to take this course 

and submit the certificate of completion to his/her athletic director 

per Senate Bill I.
